Install the archive of combo_new:
$ mix archive.install hex combo_new


  
    
  
  Usage


combo_new provides two main Mix tasks:
	combo_new. Run mix help combo_new for more information.
	combo_new.update. Run mix help combo_new.update for more information.


  
    
  
  The template structure


The templates are structured as follows:
lib/my_app/
├── application.ex
├── core/
├── core.ex
├── web/
└── web.ex

  
    
  
  Design philosophy


These principles only apply to the templates in combo_new, not to your own templates.

	These templates are standalone runnable projects. Although it limits the range of requirements that a single template can support, it makes development and debugging much simpler.
	These templates only demonstrate features for building web interfaces. Other backend features, like data storage, authentication, authorization, telemetry, email sending, etc, are not demonstrated.
	These templates are designed to demonstrate the essential structure of a working project, not to encompass all possible requirements.
	These templates avoid opinionated choices. For example, since some developers like TailwindCSS while others don't, it's not included.

In this way, combo_new can focus on providing minimal, base templates, avoiding the maintenance overhead of accommodating diverse requirements.
Meanwhile, combo_new supports generating projects using remote Git repos, which allows users to tailor their own templates for their own needs, enabling the community to flourish without being too restrictive.

  
    
  
  Creating your own templates


If you need a template to provide additional features like authentication, email sending, etc, you can copy the template from combo_new that best matches your needs, then modify it accordingly.
For example, I've created my own template:
	zekedou/combo-react-starter

Creating Templates
    

Rules:
	the OTP application name of a template must be :my_app.
	the base module name of a template must be MyApp.
	the environment variables used in a template must be prefixed with MY_APP.
	= random_string(length) = should be used as the placeholder of random string. For example:	= random_string(20) =, which generates 20-char random string.
	======== random_string(20) ========, which generates 20-char random string.



Why use "my_app" and similar placeholders? Because combo_new generates projects from templates using string replacement (this method is primitive but straightforward and quick), and to prevent conflicts with strings users might actually use, I subjectively chose my_app, which is short, easily recognizable, and no one uses it in serious code.

  Usage


$ mix combo_new <template> <path> [--app APP] [--module MODULE]


  
    
  
  Arguments


	<template> - the name of a built-in template, or the address of a Git
repo, which is useful to use your own templates.
	Supported built-in templates: vanilla, vite, inertia-react.
	Supported protocols of the address of Git repos: https://, ssh://, file://.


	<path> - the path of the generated project. It can be an absolute or
a relative path. The OTP application name and base module name will be
retrieved from the path, unless --app or --module option is given.



  
    
  
  Options


	--app - the name of the OTP application. If it's not specified, the name
will be retrieved from the <path>.

	--module - the name of the base module. If it's not specified, the name
will be retrieved from the name of the OTP application.

	-v, --version - prints the version.



  
    
  
  Examples


Generates a project from the vanilla template in the ./demo
directory:
$ mix combo_new vanilla demo

Generates a project in the ./demo directory, using a remote Git repository
as the template:
$ mix combo_new https://github.com/namespace/name.git demo

Generates a project from the vanilla template in the /tmp/demo
directory:
$ mix combo_new vanilla /tmp/demo

Generates a project from the vanilla template in the ./demo
directory, but specifying the name of the OTP application as rina:
$ mix combo_new vanilla demo --app rina

It accepts the same command line options as archive.install hex combo_new.
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
